Registrant provides consulting and management of investment portfolios for individuals, pension and profit 
sharing plans, trusts, and business entities, in accordance with the investment objective(s) of the client. In 
addition, to the extent specifically requested by a client, Registrant may provide financial planning services to 
its investment management clients on investment and non-investment related matters.

64626). 
 
INVESTMENT MANAGEMENT
In the event the client determines to engage Registrant on a fee-only basis, Registrant shall charge an annual 
investment management fee based upon a percentage of the market value of the assets being managed by 
Registrant.  The investment management fee charged shall vary (between 0.40% and 2.0%) depending upon 
the market value of assets under management and the specific type of investment management services to be 
rendered.   
 
Registrant’s annual investment management fee shall be prorated and paid either monthly or quarterly, in 
arrears, based upon the market value of the assets on the last business day of the previous month.  With respect 
to investment management services that Registrant provides in the Retire In Comfort program, Registrant 
generally requires an account minimum of $250,000.00.  With respect to investment management services that 
Registrant provides in the Accumulate With Confidence program, Registrant generally requires an account 
minimum of $250,000.00.  Registrant, in its sole discretion, may require a lesser account minimum and/or 
charge a lesser management fee based upon certain criteria (i.e., anticipated future earning capacity, anticipated 
future additional assets, dollar amount of assets to be managed, related accounts, account composition, 
negotiations with client, etc.).  Notwithstanding the foregoing, existing clients will pay the investment 
management fee monthly or quarterly, in arrears based on the market value of the assets on the last business 
day of the previous quarter.   
 
Unless the client directs otherwise, Registrant shall generally recommend that all such investment management 
accounts be maintained at Fidelity Investments Institutional Services Company, Inc. (“Fidelity”). Prior to 
engaging Registrant to provide investment management services, the client will be required to enter into a 
formal Investment Advisory Agreement with Registrant setting forth the terms and conditions under which 
Registrant shall manage the client's assets, and a separate custodial/clearing agreement with Fidelity.  Both 
Registrant's Investment Advisory Agreement and Fidelity’s custodial/clearing agreement, may authorize 
Fidelity to debit the account for the amount of the Registrant's investment management fee and to directly 
remit that management fee to the Registrant in accordance with required SEC procedures.  The Investment 
Advisory Agreement between the Registrant and the client will continue in effect until terminated by either 
party by written notice in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Investment Advisory Agreement.  
Registrant's investment management fee shall be prorated through the date of termination.   
 
Currently, Registrant primarily allocates investment management assets of its client accounts among individual 
various no-load mutual funds and/or independent investment programs (enabling Registrant’s clients to obtain 
mutual fund asset allocation and multi-manager/multi-style investment programs), in accordance with the 
investment objectives of the client.   
 
As discussed above, unless the client directs otherwise, Fidelity shall serve as the broker-dealer/custodian for 
client assets. Fidelity charges brokerage commissions and/or transaction fees for effecting certain securities 
transactions (i.e., transaction fees are charged for certain no-load mutual funds, commissions are charged for 
individual equity/debt securities transactions). In the alternative, when beneficial to the client, transactions for 
bonds and preferred stocks may be cleared through other broker-dealers with whom Registrant and Fidelity 
have entered into agreements for prime brokerage clearing services, pursuant to the terms and conditions of 
Fidelity’s prime brokerage agreement executed by the client. In addition to Registrant’s investment 
management fee, brokerage commissions and/or transaction fees, the client will also incur, relative to all 
mutual fund purchases, charges imposed directly at the mutual fund level (e.g., advisory fees and other fund 
expenses). 
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Factors that the Registrant considers in recommending Fidelity (or any other broker-dealer/custodian to clients) 
include historical relationship with the Registrant, financial strength, reputation, execution capabilities, pricing, 
research, and service. Although the commissions and/or transaction fees paid by Registrant's clients shall 
comply with the Registrant's duty to obtain best execution, a client may pay a commission that is higher than 
another qualified broker-dealer might charge to effect the same transaction where the Registrant determines, in 
good faith, that the commission/transaction fee is reasonable in relation to the value of the brokerage and 
research services received. In seeking best execution, the determinative factor is not the lowest possible cost, 
but whether the transaction represents the best qualitative execution, taking into consideration the full range of 
a broker-dealer services, including the value of research provided, execution capability, commission rates, and 
responsiveness. Accordingly, although Registrant will seek competitive rates, it may not necessarily obtain the 
lowest possible commission rates for client account transactions. The brokerage commissions or transaction 
fees charged by the designated broker-dealer/custodian are exclusive of, and in addition to, Registrant's 
investment management fee. The Registrant’s best execution responsibility is qualified if securities that it 
purchases for client accounts are no-load mutual funds that trade at net asset value as determined at the daily 
market close. See additional disclosure at Item 13A. 
 
FINANCIAL PLANNING 
The majority of Registrant’s clients will receive some limited income planning as a part of their investment 
management fee. In limited circumstances, Registrant may provide its clients with a broad range of 
comprehensive financial planning and consulting services (including non-investment related matters). 
Registrant will charge a fee (fixed and/or hourly) for these services.  Registrant’s financial planning fees are 
negotiable, but generally range (could be subject to increase depending upon the circumstances presented) 
from $1,000.00 to $5,000.00 on a fixed fee basis and from $75.00 to $300.00 on an hourly rate basis, 
depending upon the level and scope of the services required, and the professional rendering the service(s).  
Prior to engaging the Registrant to provide financial planning and/or consulting services, the client will 
generally be required to enter into a Financial Planning Agreement with Registrant setting forth the terms and 
conditions of the engagement, describing the scope of the services to be provided, and the portion of the fee 
that is due from the client prior to Registrant commencing services.  In the event the client terminates 
Registrant’s financial planning and/or consulting services, the balance of any unearned portion of Registrant’s 
fee, if any, shall be refunded to the client.  In performing its services, Registrant shall not be required to verify 
any information received from the client or from the client’s other professionals, and is expressly authorized to 
rely thereon.  If requested by the client, Registrant may recommend the services of other professionals for 
implementation purposes.  The client is under no obligation to engage the services of any such recommended 
professional.  The client retains absolute discretion over all such implementation decisions and is free to accept 
or reject any recommendation from the Registrant. Moreover, each client is advised that it remains his/her/its 
responsibility to promptly notify the Registrant if there is ever any change in his/her/its financial situation or 
investment objectives for the purpose of engaging the Registrant to review/evaluate/revise Registrant’s 
previous recommendations and/or services. 
 
For those clients requesting financial planning, Registrant, upon completion of the initial financial planning 
services, may also provide combined ongoing financial planning and investment management on a fee-only 
basis.  The scope of the ongoing annual financial planning and/or related consultation services to be rendered 
by Registrant as part of the combined service is intended to generally be limited to 
reviewing/evaluating/revising Registrant’s previous recommendations and/or services relative to a change in 
the client’s financial situation and/or investment objectives.  In the unlikely event that a client requires 
additional financial planning and/or consulting services, the Registrant may increase the fee during the 
remainder of the year, the amount of which increase shall be determined by the Registrant, and set forth in a 
separate written notice from the Registrant to the client.  For those clients for whom Registrant provides 
combined ongoing financial planning and invested management services, Registrant will provide the combined 
services on the same terms and conditions (i.e., percentage of assets under management basis), as discussed 
above. Registrant will generally impose an annual minimum fee of $10,000 ($2,500 quarterly) for combined 
services.   
 
COMMISSION TRANSACTIONS  
In the event that the client desires, the client can engage certain of Registrant’s Associated Persons, in their 
individual capacities as registered representatives of Triad Advisors, Inc. (“Triad”), an SEC registered and 
FINRA member broker-dealer, to implement investment recommendations on a fully-disclosed commission 
basis. In the event the client chooses to purchase investment products through Triad, brokerage commissions 
will be charged by Triad to effect securities transactions, a portion of which commissions shall be paid by 
Triad to the Registrant’s Associated Persons, as applicable.  The brokerage commissions charged by Triad may 
be higher or lower than those charged by other broker-dealers.  In addition, Triad, as well as certain of 
Registrant’s Associated Persons, relative to commission mutual fund purchases, may also receive additional 
ongoing 12b-1 trailing commission compensation directly from the mutual fund company during the period 
that the client maintains the mutual fund investment. 
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COMPREHENSIVE REPORTING  
In addition to investment management and limited financial planning services, the Registrant shall, if so 
authorized by the client, for a separate and additional fee, provide comprehensive quarterly investment reports 
which incorporate all of the client’s investment assets including those investment assets that are not part of the 
assets Registrant is managing (the “Excluded Assets”).   With respect to the Excluded Assets, the Registrant’s 
services will not include investment management, review, monitoring, or investment recommendations or 
advice. Registrant’s services with respect to the Excluded Assets will be limited to providing a single 
comprehensive report for all of the client’s investments.   In the event the client desires that Registrant provide 
investment supervisory or management services with respect to the Excluded Assets, such engagement shall be 
set forth in a separate Investment Advisory Agreement executed by both the client and the Registrant. 
 
Neither the Registrant nor the client may assign the Financial Planning Agreement or Investment Advisory 
Agreement without the prior consent of the other party. Transactions that do not result in a change of actual 
control or management of the Registrant shall not be considered an assignment. 
 
In performing its services, Registrant shall not be required to verify any information received from the client or 
from the client’s other professionals, and is expressly authorized to rely thereon. The client is free to accept or 
reject any recommendation made by the Registrant.  Moreover, Registrant’s clients are advised to promptly 
notify the Registrant if there are ever any changes in their financial situation or investment objectives, or if 
they wish to impose any reasonable restrictions upon Registrant’s management services.

Registrant’s Principal, Daniel C. Kiley, is the sole member of Corcoran Consulting, LLC, which owns all of 
Money Masters, LLC.

To the extent that 
Registrant determines to aggregate client orders for the purchase or sale of securities, including securities in 
which Registrant's principals) and/or associated persons) may invest, Registrant shall generally do so in 
accordance with the parameters set forth in SEC No-Action Letter, SMC Capital, Inc. Registrant shall not 
receive any additional compensation or remuneration as a result of the aggregation.

Registrant 
shall maintain records pertaining to proxy voting as required pursuant to Rule 204-2 (c)(2) under the Advisers 
Act.
